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Supplemental instructions to the Order of the Southern Cross Membership Form
This sheet of instructions is intended to assist you in filling out the application for membership in the Order of the Southern Cross.  We have intentionally attempted to keep the process as simple as possible, but there are important elements that need to be included when the form is submitted, not all of which are spelled out in the basic format. 

· Per Art. II, Section 3 (a) of our Constitution, “An applicant shall be a male at least sixteen years of age who is directly or collaterally descended from a member of the Confederate armed forces, the Confederate legislature, or the Confederate civil service. 

· On the line shown, please insure all items of information requested are included. 

· Proof of Ancestor’s record can be in several forms; if you are a member in good standing of another Confederate heritage organization, evidence of that membership is sufficient.  {member number, copy of local group roster, copy of your membership certificate, etc.}  Other sources of documentation can be citations in written history with a delineation of your connection, Confederate unit rosters, reproductions of unit records from state/national archives, photos of headstones, copy of a family Bible record, etc.  This needs to be included with your application.

· The Membership Committee wants to know about you. Please include a short biographical sketch, not more than one page, that covers something of your personal history, education, vocation and avocations, family, etc. Your two sponsors will also be asked to submit written endorsements including how they know you, and why they are recommending you for membership. 

· We would make particular note of Art. II, Section 6 (a) of our Constitution, that stipulates a New Member “shall attend installation ceremonies prior to his exercising the rights and privileges of membership”.  Only in very extenuating circumstances, as deemed necessary by the Commander and Lt. Commander, is there any exception to this policy.
